ВВЕДЕНИЕ

Вузовский курс иностранного языка в системе заочного образования носит коммуникативно - ориентированный и профессионально направленный характер. Его задачи определяются коммуникативными и познавательными потребностями специалистов в области юриспруденции. Конечные требования к владению иностранным языком -  наличие языковой и коммуникативной компетенции, необходимой для квалифицированной информационной, учебной и творческой деятельности, для изучения зарубежного опыта в области юриспруденции, для осуществления деловых контактов, а также для целей самообразования. 

 Для достижения поставленной цели используются различные методы работы, направленные прежде всего на развитие практических навыков и умений владения разными видами речевой деятельности.
Но именно самостоятельная работа является одним из самых важных компонентов учебного процесса в системе заочного обучения, осуществляемым при отсутствии непосредственного контроля преподавателя. Как и любой компонент учебного процесса, самостоятельная работа охватывает все аспекты содержательной стороны курса обучения английскому языку, а именно:


а) учебный аспект (практическое владение навыками и умениями);


б) познавательный аспект (получение информации);


в) развивающий и воспитывающий аспект (развитие речевых способностей, совершенствование понимания, памяти, речевого мышления, что необходимо для переработки, сохранения и воспроизведения языковой информации; воспитание личностных качеств (сосредоточенности, аккуратности, чувства ответственности), необходимых для достижения высокого уровня овладения материалом учебного курса).


Решающим для развития умения пользоваться иностранной литературой является накопление достаточного словарного запаса и овладение грамматической структурой языка, необходимой для понимания и перевода текста, письменные формы работы при этом являются очень важным  средством закрепления учебного материала.

 Письменные контрольные задания выполняют следующие функции:

1. Проверочная – дает возможность обучаемому и преподавателю определить уровень владения учебным материалом курса;

2. Диагностирующая – выявляет основные трудности, дает возможность корректировать индивидуальный подход к обучаемым;

3. Стимулирующая – заставляет усилить и развить самостоятельный поиск обучаемого в области знаний и умений;

4. Обучающая – любое контрольное задание должно давать возможность сравнить, обобщить, систематизировать знания и умения;

5. Воспитывающая и развивающая речемыслительную деятельность.

В соответствии с учебным планом за период изучения английского языка студент отделения заочного обучения должен выполнить три  письменных контрольных работы.


Письменные контрольные работы следует выполнять на стандартных листах формата А-4 в печатном варианте. На титульном листе должны быть написаны: фамилия, инициалы, факультет, отделение, номер группы, а также номер и вариант контрольной работы.  Вариант определяется в соответствии с начальной буквой фамилии:  

1-й вариант – А – И;

2-й вариант: К – У;

3-й вариант: Ф – Я.

При выполнении работы необходимо оставлять поля для замечаний, объяснений и указаний рецензента.


Выполненные контрольные задания направляются в установленные сроки (не позже, чем за 2 недели до начала сессии) для проверки и рецензирования. Разрешается досрочное выполнение контрольной работы.

Если контрольная работа выполнена не в соответствии с указаниями или не полностью, она возвращается студенту без проверки.

По получении проверенной рецензентом контрольной работы следует внимательно прочитать рецензию, ознакомиться с замечаниями рецензента и проанализировать отмеченные в работе ошибки.

Руководствуясь указаниями рецензента, следует повторить материал, т.е. перечитать тексты, повторить правила и исправить ошибки в переводе и упражнениях.  

Если рецензент потребует переделать тот или иной раздел, исправить ошибки или внести изменения, необходимо сделать это в этой же работе (на полях или  на обороте предыдущего листа с левой стороны).

К выполнению очередного контрольного задания можно приступить только после того, как рецензентом будет зачтена предшествующая контрольная работа.

           На зачетах и экзаменах необходимо иметь при себе рецензию на контрольную работу.

Physical Evidence
The finding, collecting and preservation of physical evidence are the most important phases in a criminal investigation.

Physical evidence is of value only if it helps prove a case or clear a suspect. The most valuable evidence may be worthless if inefficiently handled.

      In collecting any object of possible evidential value an officer should keep in mind the importance of the following:

1. The possibilities of fingerprints being found on it.

2. The chances of certain pieces of microscopic debris, such as hair, blood, paint, fibers, etc., adhering to it.

3. How that article should be removed, marked, packaged and transported. Physical evidence is something that is concrete, something that can generally be measured, photographed, analyzed, and presented as a physical object in court. Circumstantial evidence is a specific circum​stance. For example, a suspect might be accused of burglary, and the shoes he is wearing are proved to have made certain impressions found at the scene of a crime. The shoes and the imprint are physical evi​dence, while the fact that the suspect was wearing the shoes when ar​rested is circumstantial evidence. Someone else could have worn the shoes at the time the burglary was committed, therefore that type of 'evidence is circumstantial.

If there are witnesses, the investigator needs corroborative evi​dence; if there are no witnesses, the entire case must often be proved through physical evidence alone.

A lone piece of evidence, because of its great intrinsic value and the impossibility of being duplicated, may be sufficiently important to warrant a conviction — for example, a fingerprint. At other times it may be a combination of a number of articles of physical evidence, none of which are conclusive, "that proves the case.

There is no such thing as a perfect crime, a crime that leaves no traces — there is only the inability to find the evidence.

When the investigating officer arrives at a crime scene it is nec​essary that he should first protect the scene and prevent anybody from touching any object.

The preliminary survey is to acquaint the investigating officer with the entire scene and its important details. After he has completed his preliminary survey the photographer may go to work. It is important that the investigator should accompany the photographer, pointing out various objects of possible evidential value. He should note possible lo​cation of latent prints (invisible prints), and guard against contamination of such objects and surfaces.

After the general scene has been completely photographed, the officer with casting equipment casts all possible imprints, if such are pres​ent, and then the fingerprint man should work on various objects. He should also note movable objects where fingerprints may be found, and should carefully remove them to a safe place for dusting and developing later.

As the fingerprint man completes his work, the investigator may go to work thoroughly searching the scene of possible evidential value.

As evidence is found, it should be marked, carefully packaged, each article separately, and placed in some locality where it will not be destroyed or contaminated, until it is transported to a laboratory.

Now it is obvious to everyone that, in a community such as the one in which we live, some kind of law is necessary to try to prevent people like Mr. Jones from killing their wives. When the world was at a very primitive stage, there was no such law, and, if a man chose to kill his wife or if a woman succeeded   in killing her husband,   that was their own business and no one interfered officially.
But, for a very long time now, members of every community have made laws for themselves in self-protection. Otherwise it would have meant that the stronger man could have done what he liked with the weaker, and bad men being kidnapped, robbed or murdered. There are far, far more good people in the world than could have joined together and terrorized the whole neighbourhood.

If it were not for the law, you could not go out in broad daylight without the fear of bad, but there are enough of the bad to make law necessary in the interests of everyone.
There is no difficulty in understanding this but it is just as important to understand that law is not necessary just because there are bad people in the world. If we were all as good as we ought to be, laws would still be necessary. If we never told lies, never took anything that didn't belong to us, never omitted to do anything that we ought to do and never did anything that we ought not to do, we should still require a set of rules of behaviour, in other words laws, to enable us to live in any kind of satisfactory state.
          How is one good man in a motor-car to pass another good man also in a motor-car coming in the opposite direction, unless there is some rule of the road? People sometimes hover in front of one another when they are walking on the pavement before they can pass, and they may even collide. Not much harm is done then, but, if two good men in motor​cars going in opposite directions hover in front of one another, not knowing which side to pass, the result will probably be that there will be two good men less in the world.
So you can see that there must be laws, however good we may be. Unfortunately, however, we are none of us always good and some of us are bad, or at any rate have our bad moments, and so the law has to provide for all kinds of possibilities. Suppose you went to a greengrocer and bought some potatoes and found on your return home that they were moldy or even that some of them were stones, what could you do if there were no laws on the subject? In the absence of law you could only rely upon the law of the jungle. You could go back to the shop, demand proper potatoes and hit the shopkeeper on the nose if he refused to give them to you. You might then look round the shop to try to find some decent potatoes. While you were doing this, the shopkeeper might hit you on the back of the neck with a pound weight. Altogether not a very satisfactory morning's shopping.
Or you might pay your money to go to see a film at a cinema. You might go inside, sit down and wait. When the cinema was full, there might be flashed on the screen; "You've had it, Chums". And that might be the whole of the entertainment. If there were no law, the manager could safely remain on the premises and, as you went out, smile at you and say: "Hope you've enjoyed the show, sir." That is to say, he could do this safely if he were bigger than you or had a well-armed bodyguard.
Every country tries, therefore, to provide laws which will help its people to live safely and as comfortable as possible. This is not at all an easy thing to do, and no country has been successful in producing laws which are entirely satisfactory. But we are far better off with the imperfect laws which we have, than if we had none at all.

FINGERPRINTS

The study of fingerprints is the best means available for identifying individuals. Fingerprinting is a simple and inexpensive means of record​ing an unchanging characteristic of an individual. Fingerprint records are consulted to determine if there is any prior criminal record. They help in determining the identity of the dead or injured. First the anthropometrical system introduced by Alphonse Bertillon in 1882 was used as  the means of individual identification. This method is still used today. 

The highly individual patterns of the ridges are constant for the whole of life and cannot be altered except by the destruction of the skin» but with the growth of fresh skin, the original pattern returns.

Here is the table which lays down a rule of ridge counts as ap​plicable to ages:

New-born child                       15-18 ridges

Age 13 — 14                           13 ridges

 Over 14                                  9-10 ridges

20 years (large hands)             6-7 ridges

It is a general belief that most criminals wear gloves; in actual practice a surprising number of them fail to do so.

There are three main classes of chains impressions, the most im​portant being the latent print. This is generally invisible to the naked eye and is generally made by the finger ball which impresses the papil​lary lines on an object with the aid of small amounts of sweat, body grease, and dirt. If the hands are very clean and cold, latent prints aге unlikely to be made on any but good surfaces such as glass.

The second class comprises visible prints which need little ex​planation, for here dirt, blood, etc., on the fingertip will enable the print to be made. Prints of the type are infrequently found and they could be the result of haste or inattention.

A third class is the plastic print where a negative cast of the print is made on a so-called plastic object.

The life of the impression is variable and is governed by various factors, but given a hard protected surface unlikely to be touched, a print is almost permanent.

If the visible print cannot be wholly or partially removed to the place of examination, photography is the first answer. Once the record is made, it then becomes the requisite of the expert.

The latent print has a variety of techniques, applicable to the me​dium under examination. Dusting for prints is the automatic pre​requisite in the search for latent prints. Generally speaking, the use of an appropriate powder for development comes first, and in theory the sort of powder used is not important providing it is fine-grained in quality. A print on white objects, for example, would be dusted with black powder. On dark objects white powder would be used.

The possibility that the weapons of science can be turned against itself by the forging of fingerprints could be discounted  if this factor didn't arise every now and again. At least forgery is of theoretical importance.

To make a facsimile of a fingerprint for some purpose would not be difficult, but it would  become a very different matter if it were put into practical use as a forgery.

It is certainly possible to make a fingerprint by means of a copy executed in rubber, for example, and get from it a visible print, but the forged fingerprint does not stand up to expert examination. Even if it were possible, it is easily detectable with the use of a good hand-lens when the ridges show up "at once as artificial. In brief, a forgery cannot be achieved in such a manner that it will successfully pass the examina​tion of a dactyloscopic expert. The chief weapon against such attempts at deceit is basically the photographic enlargement.
